Summary

Since their last presentation, King County Metro has been working with City staff to develop an
alternative that responds to comments received from the bus riders and drivers that use Ambaum.

Public Hearing and Discussion on the 2019-2024 Transportation Improvement Program

Summary

The purpose of this agenda item is for Council to hold a public hearing to receive comments on the
proposed 2019-2024 Six-Year Transportation Improvement Program (TIP). Following the hearing,
Council may review, discuss and provide direction to staff. State Law requires that each city develop a
local TIP and that it be updated annually (RCW 35.77.010).

The TIP is a short-range planning document that is updated annually based on needs and policies
identified through a variety of sources. Staff has evaluated last year’s TIP with respect to the
Transportation Master Plan (TMP) and the Stormwater Master Plan to ensure that the new TIP is
aligned with the goals of both documents, and specifically with the TMP’s multimodal layered
network concept.

The primary importance of the Six-Year TIP is to act as a planning tool for the development of
transportation facilities within the City. It is used as a tool in preparing the City’s capital budget, and
it is used to coordinate transportation projects with our utility districts and other agencies. In most
cases, local projects must be included in the TIP to be eligible for state and federal grant programs.

This TIP includes the following changes to last year’s TIP:

® The projects have been renumbered and are in order of priority.

® Two projects have been deleted because they are/will be completed by next year (the SR 518 Off Ramp to
Des Moines Memorial Drive and the South 132nd Street Trail Project between 9th Ave S and 10th Ave S).

® Project 23.0, the 160th Corridor Study, has been changed to be designing/constructing recommended
improvements from the study which was completed in March.

® A new project is proposed, Project 27.0, SW 150th Street/5th Avenue SW Pedestrian Improvements for Mid-
Block Crosswalk. Staff has received a petition and numerous requests for an improved pedestrian crossing at
this location. Based on our initial evaluation, additional enhancements will be necessary to provide a safe
marked crosswalk. At this time, King County Metro has proposed constructing this project as part of their H-
Line improvements.

Currently, there is no funding for projects not already in the adopted budget. The Street Fund
includes revenue from motor vehicle fuel tax, solid waste franchise fees, solid waste utility tax,
commercial parking tax, and right-of-way use permits. This revenue pays for street maintenance
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operating costs, debt service for about half of the overlay bond, and the yearly pavement
management program (currently below a level necessary to maintain the pavement condition index).
In recent years, Burien has relied heavily on grants for capital projects.

In the future, to create a revenue source for capital projects such as in the TIP, the Council could
consider evaluating franchise agreements with water, sewer and potentially electric utilities. A six
percent franchise fee or utility tax on all of our water and sewer utilities could produce an estimated
$840,000 annually. Increasing Seattle City Light’s contract fee from the adopted level to the
maximum would result in an estimated $425,000 annually. The Transportation Benefit District fee
could be increased in 2019 from $20 to S$40 after two years at the $20 rate. This would generate
approximately $700,000 in additional revenue. If one or more of these mechanisms are
implemented, the new revenue, or a portion of the revenue, could be used to supplement the yearly
pavement management program or provide funding for other capital projects. There is also the
potential loss of approximately $785,000 annually if Council eliminates the policy of allocating 10%
of the property tax to the Capital Reserve Fund for the purposes of offsetting future funding gaps in
the General Fund.

Options

Council may accept or reject the identified changes to the proposed TIP, or they may direct staff to make additional
changes.

Discussion and Potential Action on Business & Economic Development Partnership Ordinance & By-
Laws

Summary

The Business & Economic Development Partnership (BEDP) reviewed the Burien Municipal Code
(BMC) and By-laws governing their commission and discovered that many long standing practices
were not in accordance with the current code and by-laws. The BEDP also discovered that some
provisions in their by-laws were inconsistent with that of other city of Burien commissions and
appointed advisory groups. The BEDP asks City Council to revise the code and by-laws to be more in
accordance with current practices and also have requested changes that reflect how they wish to
conduct business in the future.

Highlighted Changes to BMC (2.50.020) include:

e Change in number of non-voting ex-officio members. The BEDP would like to extend non-
voting ex-officio membership to Discover Burien and the Seattle Southside Chamber of
Commerce. Discover Burien has been practicing this role for years. The BEDP wishes to codify
it and to extend the opportunity to the Chamber as well.

Highlighted Changes to the By-Laws include:

e Removed provision that the Chair cannot be voted to serve 2 consecutive terms. This
stipulation is not present in any other city board or commission.

e Members may be removed if they have absences totaling 25% of the regularly scheduled
meetings.

e Inthe event of a tie vote, the typically non-voting ex-officio members shall each be granted
one vote.

e The Partnership may ask city council to remove a member of the BEDP if that member is
found by the majority of the whole Partnership to have violated the the Code of Conduct.

e Similarly, the Majority of the Partnership can ask one member to refrain from voting if that
member is deemed to have a conflict of interest. In the current adopted by-laws, the member
is trusted to recuse themselves and the rest of the Partnership was unable to hold each other
accountable.
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Please see the attachments for the red-lined suggested changes. Proposed Ordinance 687, if
enacted, would revise BMC 2.50. Please note: only section 2.50.020 of the BMC is included as that is
the only section of chapter 2.50 with recommended changes.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BURIEN, WASHINGTON,

WHEREAS, the Business & Economic Development Partnership (BEDP) has completed
a review of the Burien Municipal Code and discovered that many long standing practices are not
in accordance with the code; and

WHEREAS, the City Council wishes to revise BMC 2.5.020 to bring the code into
compliance with the BEDP’s current practices and the manner in which the BEDP wishes to
conduct business in the future; and

WHEREAS, the amendments herein will change the number of non-voting ex-officio
members and extend non-voting ex-officio membership to Discover Burien and the Seattle
Southside Chamber of Commerce;

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BURIEN,
WASHINGTON, DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1: Amendment  The City Council of the City of Burien hereby amends
BMC Section 2.50.020 as shown on attached Exhibit A incorporated by reference as if fully set
forth herein.

Section 2: Severability. Should any section, subsection, paragraph, sentence, clause or
phrase of this ordinance, or its application to any person or circumstance, be declared
unconstitutional or otherwise invalid for any reason, or should any portion of this ordinance be pre-
empted by state or federal law or regulation, such decision or pre-emption shall not affect the
validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance or its application to other persons or
circumstances.

Section 3: Savings. The enactments of this ordinance shall not affect any case,
proceeding, appeal or other matter currently pending in any court or in any way modify any right
or liability, civil or criminal, which may be in existence on the effective date of this ordinance.

Section 4: Effective Date. This ordinance shall be published in the official newspaper
of the City, and shall take effect five days after publication.

2.50.020 Membership. & SHARE

(1) Number, Terms and Qualifications of Members. The partnership shall consist of 124 appointed
members and threeene nonvoting ex officio members. Appointed members shall serve four-year terms
running from April 1st through March 31st, or until a member’s successor is duly appointed and
confirmed. The appointments shall be staggered with every odd-numbered year, half of the members due

for re-appointment or replacement.

The voting membership shall be selected with a goal of having predominantly business representation. To

the extent available, representation should include applicants from the following areas serving Burien:
(a) Business owners, managers and employees;
(b) Commercial property owners;
(c) Chambers of commerce and merchants’ associations;
(d) Burien city residents;
(e) Employment and job training services;
(f) Education;
(g) Others with interest in Burien.

In addition, a representative from Discover Burien and the Seattle Southside Chamber shall be non-voting

ex officio members. tThe city manager or the city manager’s designee shall also be a nonvoting ex officio

member of the partnership.

(2) Appointment. Members of the partnership shall be appointed by the city council in a manner
consistent with the council’s appointment procedures. Members shall be selected without respect to

political affiliation and shall serve without compensation. Employees of the city of Burien are not eligible.

(3) There shall be a term limit of two consecutive full terms. After a two-year absence, members may be

reappointed.
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(4) Removal. Members may be removed by a majority vote of the entire city council. The decision of the
city council shall be final and there shall be no appeal therefrom. Members may be removed if they have
unexcused absences totaling 25 percent of the regularly scheduled meetings for the calendar year or

three consecutive unexcused absences.

(5) Vacancies. Vacancies occurring other than through the expiration of the term shall be filled for the
unexpired term in the same manner as for appointments as provided in this chapter. [Ord. 566 § 2, 2012;

BYLAWS OF THE BURIEN BUSINESS AND ECONOMIC

These bylaws are established pursuant to City of Burien Ordinance No. 258 adopted on June 7,
1999 and Ordinance 566 adopted on October 22, 2012 by the Burien City Council.

ORGANIZATION AND RULES OF PROCEDURE

1. Committee Name
a) The official name of the advisory beardPartnership is the City of Burien Business and
Economic Development Partnership as per Ordinance No. 114 adopted in 1995.

b) The Burien Business and Economic Development Partnership will be referred to as
the Partnership in this document.

2. Business Office
a) The official seat and business office of the Partnership is Burien City Hall.

3. Officers

The officers of the Partnership shall consist of a Chair and a Vice Chair.

a) The Chair shall preside over the Partnership and shall retain the right to propose and
vote on motions.

b) The Vice Chair shall, in the absence of the Chair, assume all of the Chair’s rights and
duties.

c¢) If the Chair and Vice Chair are both absent from any meeting, the members present
may elect a temporary Chair who shall assume all of the Chair’s rights and duties.

d) Officers shall be elected annually in April-orduring-odd-numbered-years-the-first
a 0 ar An ollow a) ’c hiann 1rmati of new

board-members. Officers’ terms will begin in June, to provide adequate time for
handover, training, and a seamless transition between officers.

e) The term of service for Chair or Vice Chair is one year. A member may not serve as
Chair fortwo-consecutive-termsuntil they have completed one year of service on the
BEDP.

f) The Economic Development Manager of the City of Burien, or their designee, -shall
serve as secretary to the beardPartnership.

a) The Partnership shall hold such regular and special meetings as may be necessary to
complete its responsibilities. The meetings will be held meet-atteast-once-each-month
at a regularly established meeting time and location. Additional meetings may be
held at the request of the Chair, a majority of the Partnership members or City
Councilmembers, the City Manager or the Economic Development Manager.

b) Proper notice must be given for the addition or cancellation of any meeting. All
meetings shall be conducted in accordance with the Washington State Public
Meetings Act.

b) The BEDP shall adopt and distribute to all members an annual official regular
meeting calendar prior to the start of each year.

c) Members may be removed if they have unexeused absences totaling 25% of the
regularly scheduled meetings for the calendar year or three consecutive unexcused
absences, the Partnership shall notify the City Council and may request that the City
Council appoint a replacement for that member.

Conduct of Business

a) Except as provided by these rules and regulations and the laws of the City of Burien,
the most recent version of Robert Rules of Order, Revised, will govern the conduct of
all beardPartnership meetings.

b) The Partnership encourages public input.

bjc)  Inthe event of a tie vote, the ex-officio members shall each be granted one vote.

Agenda and Minutes

a) A copy of the agenda and prior minutes will be sent to each member at least three
working days prior to the date of a meeting, and the agenda and minutes will be
included in the city council meeting packets.

b) A staff person will be responsible for the minutes of all meetings. All minutes will be
forwarded to the City Clerk and be made part of the permanent record.

Partnership/City Council Relations

a) Any Partnership action that requires City Council approval shall be submitted in
writing to the City Council for review or action. The City Council of the whole shall
render decisions on Partnership recommendations and actions.

Conflictof lnterestCode of Conduct and Removal of Members

a) Any Partnership member having a direct interest in, or who would personally benefit
from, any activity or decision before the Partnership must disclose this interest and, if
deemed appropriate by that member-the majority of the Partnership or required by
law, refrain from voting on the matter at hand.

ajb)  Every member is expected to adhere to the BEDP Code of Conduct in the
Commission Handbook.

The Burien City Council hereby establishes the following Council Meeting Guidelines.

Regular Meetings include Regular Business Meetings, occurring
on the first and third Mondays of the month, and Regular Study Sessions,
occurring on the fourth Monday of each month_except for the months of June,
July, and August, when the Regular Study Sessions are cancelled;-.

Regular Study Sessions are used to review and discuss pertinent
business and policy issues of the City and to prepare matters for action at a
Regular Business Meeting.

. .Emergency: a Council meeting called without 24-hour notice. Pursuant to
RCW 42.30.070, an Emergency Meeting may be called if, by reason of fire,
flood, earthquake, or other emergency, there is a need for expedited action by
a governing body to meet the emergency. In such an emergency, the presiding
officer of the governing body may provide for a meeting site other than the
regular meeting site and the notice requirements of RCW 42.30, the Open
Public Meetings Act, shall be suspended during such emergency. The
minutes will indicate the reason for the emergency.
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EB.  Should any Council Regular Business Meeting or Regular Study Session
fall upon a date designated as a legal holiday, then that meeting shall be
canceled.

FE. Public comment and public hearing sign-up sheets will be available at each
Regular Business Meeting for the use of the public wishing to address the
Council.

4.3  The Mayor will state the public hearing procedures before each public hearing.

4.4  Staff/consultants will provide brief information and respond to questions by
Councilmembers or as requested by the City Manager.

4.5 Councilmembers are individually responsible for gathering additional information
on issues and for calling staff with questions not covered during the formal
Regular Business Meeting or Regular Study Session process.

4.6 To the extent not otherwise governed by these Guidelines, Council discussion will
be governed by ROBERT’S RULES OF ORDER, NEWLY REVISED.

SECTION 5. COMMENTS, CONCERNS & TESTIMONY TO COUNCIL

5.1  Persons addressing the Council who sign up in advance of the comment period
shall be requested to step up to the podium, give their name and address for the
record, and limit their remarks to two (2) minutes. Concerns will be referred to
staff for a response as appropriate. The Council will take comments for a
maximum of 20 minutes unless modified by the Council. Attendees who are
unable to do so by themselves may ask the City Clerk for assistance to read their
comments.

All remarks will be addressed to the Council as a Whole. Any person who
becomes disruptive while addressing the Council, may be requested to leave the
Regular Business Meeting, Regular Study Session or Special Meeting.

7
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5.2  The Mayor has the authority to preserve order at all meetings of the Council, to
cause removal of any person from any meeting for being disruptive and to enforce
the Rules of the Council. The Mayor may command assistance of any peace
officer to enforce all lawful orders of the Mayor to restore order at any meeting.

SECTION 6. MOTIONS

6.1 Prior to discussion, generally the Deputy Mayor will make the motion, and the
senior member of the Council will make the second. If the Deputy Mayor is
absent, the senior Councilmember will make the motion and the second most
senior member may make the second.

After the motion is made and seconded, the applicable staff member will give a
short presentation on the subject to be discussed.

6.2 If a motion does not receive a second, it dies. Motions that do not need a second
include: nominations, withdrawal of motion, agenda order, request for a roll call
vote, and point of order.

6.3 A motion that receives a tie vote is deemed to have failed.

6.4  Motions shall be clear and concise and not include arguments for the motion
within the motion.

6.5  After a motion has been made and seconded, the Council may discuss their
opinions on the issue prior to the vote and may state why they will vote for or
against a motion, if they wish to do so.

6.6  When the Council concurs or agrees with an item that does not require a formal
motion, the Mayor will summarize the agreement at the conclusion of the
discussion.

6.7  Once a motion has been made, seconded and stated by the chair, the body must
consent to its withdrawal.

6.8 A motion to table is undebatable and shall preclude all amendments or debate of
the issue under consideration. If the motion to table prevails, the matter may be
"taken from the table" only by adding it to the agenda of a future Regular
Business Meeting or Special Meeting at which time discussion will continue; and
if an item is tabled, it cannot be reconsidered at the same meeting.

6.9 A motion to postpone to a certain time is debatable, is amendable, and may be
reconsidered at the same meeting. The question being postponed must be
considered at a later time at the same meeting, or at a time certain at a future
Regular Business Meeting or Special Meeting.

8
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6.10 A motion to postpone indefinitely is debatable, is not amendable, and may be
reconsidered at the same meeting only if the motion to postpone indefinitely
passed.

6.11 A motion to call for the question shall close debate on the main motion and is
undebatable. This motion must receive a second and fails without a two-thirds
(2/3) vote. If seven (7) Councilmembers are present, then five (5) must vote in the
affirmative to fill the 2/3 requirement. Debate is reopened if the motion fails.

6.12 A motion to amend is defined as amending a motion that is on the floor and has
been seconded, by inserting or adding, striking out, striking out and inserting, or
substituting.

6.13 Whenever possible, proposed substantive amendments should be written out with
all Councilmembers receiving copies in advance of the meeting.

6.14 Discussion of the motion only occurs after the motion has been moved and
seconded.

6.15  When the discussion is concluded, the motion maker, Mayor, City Clerk, or City
Attorney shall repeat the motion prior to voting.

6.16 The City Council votes on the motion as restated. The Mayor will announce the
results of the vote.

6.17 Once the vote has been taken, the topic of discussion is closed. It is not necessary
for Councilmembers to justify or explain their vote. If Councilmembers wish to
make their positions known, this should be stated during the discussion preceding
the vote.

6.18 When a question has been decided, any Councilmember who voted in the
majority may move for a reconsideration, but no motion for reconsideration of a
vote shall be made after the meeting has adjourned.

6.19  An ordinance requires a majority vote of the entire Council per RCW 35A.12.120.

6.20 When the Council concurs or agrees with an item that does not require a formal
motion, the Mayor will summarize the Council’s consensus at the conclusion of the
discussion.

6.21 The City Attorney shall decide all questions of interpretations of these meeting
guidelines and other questions of a parliamentary nature which may arise at a
Regular Business Meeting, Regular Study Session or Special Meeting. All
questions not provided for in these meeting guidelines shall be governed by
Robert's Rules of Order, Newly Revised.

9
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Motions to rescind or amend something previously adopted: Unless “Previous
Notice” is provided of the intent to bring a motion to rescind or amend something
previously adopted, such a motion requires either a two-thirds vote of the
members voting, or a vote of the majority of the entire membership of the Council
to pass. “Previous Notice” is provided by (1) a Councilmember announcing
his/her intent to make a motion to rescind or amend something previously adopted
by the Council at a following Regular Business Meeting, Regular Study Session
or Special Meeting; or (2) having the City Clerk include a notice of the
Councilmember’s intent to make such a motion in the notice of the next meeting.

In the event of a conflict, these Council meeting guidelines shall prevail.

SECTION 7. ORDINANCES

7.1 All ordinances shall be prepared or reviewed by the City Attorney. No ordinance
shall be prepared for presentation to the Council unless requested by a majority of
the City Council, the City Manager, or the City Attorney.

7.2 Ordinances shall be introduced by an Agenda Bill. The City Clerk shall assign a
permanent ordinance number prior to placing the ordinance on the agenda. The
City Attorney shall review the ordinance and sign it prior to placing it before the

City Council for its consideration.

7.3 Upon enactment of the ordinance, the City Clerk shall obtain the signature of the
Mayor. After the Mayor's signature, the City Clerk shall sign the ordinance.

7.4 Ordinances or ordinance summaries shall be published in the official newspaper
as a legal publication in the first possible publication following enactment.

7.5  An ordinance becomes effective five (5) days after the publication of the
ordinance or ordinance summary unless otherwise specified in the ordinance.

SECTION 8. PRESIDING OFFICER OF THE COUNCIL
The Mayor shall:
A. Be the official spokesperson for the City.
B. Act as the official head of the City for all ceremonial purposes.
C. Sign documents as appropriate on behalf of the Council.
D. Observe and enforce the City Council Meeting Guidelines.

E. Act as presiding officer at all meetings of the Council.

10
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F. Preserve order and decorum in the Council Chambers.

G. Decide all questions on order, in accordance with the Guidelines, subject to
appeal by any Councilmember.

H. Recognize Councilmembers in the order in which they request the floor using
the polling/queuing system.  When called upon by the Chair, each
Councilmember shall have five minutes for debate, comments, and questions
until next recognized by the Chair using the polling/queuing system.
Presiding Officer, as a Councilmember, shall have only those rights, and shall
be governed in all matters and issues by the same rules and restrictions as
other Councilmembers.

I. Endeavor to facilitate the discussion in a timely manner.

J. Share information with Councilmembers on meetings, issues, etc. that the
Mayor has received, conducted or participated in as part of his/her official
status as Mayor.

K. Appoint Councilmembers to serve on ad-hoc committees if necessary.

L. Serve as the Council’s delegate to the National League of Cities, Association
of Washington Cities, and other events and conferences.

M. In the absence of the Mayor, the Deputy Mayor shall carry out the above
responsibilities.

N. In the absence of the Mayor and Deputy Mayor, the member with the most
continuous tenure on the Council shall be the presiding officer.

O. In the event the Mayor and Deputy Mayor are unavailable to serve, the senior
member of the Council shall serve as the Mayor to convene and preside over a
Special Meeting of the Council for the purpose of naming an acting mayor
and deputy mayor.

P. The acting mayor and deputy mayor shall serve until such time as new
members are appointed to fill any vacancies on the Council.

Q. When the Council again has seven members, it shall elect a Mayor and
Deputy Mayor to fill the previously unexpired terms.

SECTION 9. COUNCIL RELATIONS

ANTI-HARASSMENT POLICY

11
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9.2

A.

C.

It is City policy to foster and maintain a work environment that is free from
discrimination and intimidation. Toward this end, the City will not tolerate
harassment of any kind that is made by elected officials toward fellow
Councilmembers, City Staff or members of the public. Elected officials are
expected to show respect for one another and the public at all times, despite
individual differences.

Harassment is unwelcome conduct that is based on race, color, religion, sex
(including pregnancy, childbirth and related medical conditions), national origin,
age (40 or older), disability, genetic information, marital status, sexual
orientation, honorably discharged veteran or military status or the presence of
any sensory, mental or physical disability or the use of a trained dog guide or
service animal by a person with a disability. In some circumstances, it can be
deemed unlawful discrimination that violates federal laws and/or state laws. The
making of demeaning comments, whether verbally or in writing, or use of
unwelcome epithets, gestures or other physical conduct, based on the above-
referenced protected classes, toward employees, Councilmembers or members of
the public are prohibited. Councilmembers are strongly urged to report all
incidents of harassment.

Sexual harassment is a form of unlawful discrimination.

REPORTING DISCRIMINATION OR HARASSMENT

A.

If the incident involves a city employee, the incident should be reported as soon
as possible to the City Manager.

If the incident involves an elected official or official appointed by the City
Council such as an advisory board member, the incident should be reported as
soon as possible to the Mayor.

. If the incident involves an elected official or official appointed by the City

Council such as an advisory board member, the Mayor may ask the City
Manager to assist the Council by providing a list of qualified experts to
investigate the incident and advise the council on a response to the complaint.

. All complaints will be investigated promptly. Upon receiving a complaint, the

mayor shall initiate an investigation within 24 hours, or by the end of the next
business day. Should the Mayor or the City Manager determine that the incident
‘docs‘ not merit an investigation following the procedure outlined in Paragraphs E
through I below, the Mayor or the City Manager will provide the person making
the complaint a written explanation as to the reason the complaint does not merit
an investigation. This written explanation shall be provide to the person making
the complaint within 7 business days of the City’s receipt of the same.
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E. All complaints will be kept confidential to the fullest extent possible, and will be
disclosed only as necessary to allow an investigation and response to the
complaint. No one will be involved in the investigation or response except those
with a need to know. Any special concerns about confidentiality will be
addressed at the time they are raised.

F. If the incident involves the Mayor, then the Mayor’s responsibilities described
in (B), (C) & (D) above will be performed by the City Attorney.

G. Anyone who is found to have violated this policy is subject to corrective action.
Corrective action will depend on the gravity of the offense. The City will take
whatever action it deems necessary to prevent an offense from being repeated.

H. The City will not permit retaliation against anyone who makes a complaint or
who cooperates in an investigation.

I. Both the person filing the complaint and the alleged offender shall receive a
written response that contains the findings of the investigation and any action
taken. Unless extra time is needed for a thorough investigation, the response will
normally be given within thirty (30) days of when the complaint was received.
All parties will be notified of an extended investigation if such an extension is
necessary to complete the findings.

COUNCIL RELATIONS WITH STAFF Councilmembers’ relationships Mitb

City staff shall be governed by RCW 35A.13.120. No Councilmember shall
direct the City Manager or staff to initiate any project or study without the consent
of a majority of the Council: Individual requests for information may be made
directly to the Department Director unless otherwise determined by the City
Manager. If the request would create a change in work assignments or City
staffing levels, the request to staff must be made through the City Manager.
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SECTION 10. COUNCIL REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING, REGULAR STUDY
SESSION AND SPECIAL MEETING STAFFING

10.1 The City Manager shall attend all meetings of the Council unless excused. The
City Manager may make recommendations to the Council and shall have the right
to take part in the discussions of the Council but shall have no vote. When the
City Manager has an excused absence, the designated Acting City Manager shall
attend the meeting.

10.2 The City Attorney shall attend all meetings of the Council unless excused, and
shall, upon request, give an opinion, either written or oral, on legal questions. The
City Attorney shall act as the Council's parliamentarian. The City Manager or
City Attorney may raise a Point of Order to support the presiding officer and
Council in ensuring compliance with the City Council Meeting Guidelines and
parliamentary procedures.

10.3 The City Clerk, or designee, shall attend Regular (Business and Study Session),
and Special meetings of the Council, keep the official journal (minutes), and
perform such other duties as may be needed for the orderly conduct of the
meeting.

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SECTION 11. COUNCILMEMBER ATTENDANCE AT REGULAR BUSINESS

MEETING, REGULAR STUDY SESSION AND SPECIAL MEETINGS

Councilmembers will inform the Mayor, a Councilmember, the City Manager or
City Clerk if they are unable to attend any Council Regular Business Meeting,
Regular Study Session and Special Meetings, or if they knowingly will be late to
any said meeting. The minutes will show the Councilmember as having an
excused absence.

The Mayor will announce for the record a Councilmember’s excused or
unexcused absence at the Regular Business Meetings, Regular Study Sessions and
Special Meetings after roll-call is taken.

Councilmembers should report on meetings and activities in which they have
participated and represented the City. Councilmembers are encouraged to submit
written reports to be included in a future Council Packet under Council Reports.

Councilmembers attending Advisory Board Meetings shall attend as observers
and not as participants. If an Advisory Board Meeting involves a quasi-judicial
hearing, Councilmembers shall not attend such meeting.

Councilmembers will let the Executive Assistant to the City Manager know what
meetings they are attending so that these can be noted on the meetings calendar.

SECTION 12. PUBLIC HEARINGS

TYPES

There are two types of public hearings: legislative and quasi-judicial. The Mayor
will state the public hearing procedures before each public hearing. Public
wishing to comment will follow the same procedure as for "Public Comments"
and may speak after being recognized by the Mayor. After all persons have
spoken, the hearing is closed to public comment. Time limits for public testimony
in quasi-judicial public hearings may be set by the presiding officer and be subject
to appeal. After all persons have spoken, the hearing is closed to public comment.

See Section 5 of these Guidelines for details.

The Council may then proceed with deliberation. For legislative public hearings,
Council’s decision will occur at the next Regular Business Meeting, Regular

Study Session or Special Meeting.

LEGISLATIVE PUBLIC HEARINGS

The purpose of a legislative public hearing is to obtain public input on legislative
decisions on matters of policy, including without limitation, review by the City
Council of its comprehensive land use plan or the biennial budget.

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12.3 QUASI-JUDICIAL PUBLIC HEARINGS/APPEARANCE OF FAIRNESS

A. The purpose of a quasi-judicial public hearing is to decide issues including the
right of specific parties and include, without limitation, certain land use
matters such as site specific rezones, preliminary plats, and variances. Quasi-
judicial public hearings coming before the City Council are closed record
hearings. The City Council’s decision on a quasi-judicial matter must be based
upon and supported by the “record” in the matter. The “record” consists of all
testimony or comment presented at a prior open record hearing and all
documents and exhibits that have been submitted. In quasi-judicial hearings,
Councilmembers shall comply with all applicable laws including without
limitation the Appearance of Fairness Doctrine per RCW 42.36.

B. Prior to any quasi-judicial hearing, each Councilmember should give
consideration to whether a potential violation of the Appearance of Fairness
Doctrine exists. If so, no matter how remote, the Councilmember should
disclose the facts to the City Manager who will seek the opinion of the City
Attorney, which will be communicated to the Councilmember and the Mayor.

C. Councilmembers should recognize that the Appearance of Fairness Doctrine
does not require establishment of a conflict of interest, but whether there is an
appearance of conflict of interest to the average person. This may involve the
Councilmember or a Councilmember’s business associate, or immediate
family. It could involve ex parte (outside the hearing) communications,
ownership of property in the vicinity, business dealings with the proponents
and/or opponents before or after the hearing, business dealings of the
Councilmember’s employer with the proponents and/or opponents, announced
predispositions, and the like. Challenges to Councilmembers’ participation in
quasi-judicial hearings shall be governed by RCW 42.36.080 - .110.

SECTION 13. MEDIA REPRESENTATION AT COUNCIL MEETINGS

13.1  All publie-Regular Business Meeting, Regular Study Session or Special Meeting
of the City Council and its advisory committees shall be open to the media, freely
subject to recording by radio, television and photographic services at any time,
provided that such arrangements do not interfere with the orderly conduct of the

Regular Business Meeting, Regular Study Session or Special Meeting.—Seating

SECTION 14. COUNCIL REPRESENTATION

14.1 The Mayor and the City Manager are the official spokespersons for the City.
Councilmembers are encouraged to direct inquiries about City positions to them.
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14.2

If a Councilmember appears on behalf of the City before another governmental
agency, a community organization, or through the media, for the purpose of
commenting on an issue, the Councilmember shall state the majority position of
the Council, if known, on such issue. Personal opinions and comments, which
differ from the Council majority, may be expressed if the Councilmember clearly
states these statements do not represent the Council's position.

A Councilmember shall obtain the other Councilmember's concurrence before
representing that Councilmember's view or position with the media, another
governmental agency or community organization. If the subject is controversial,
Councilmembers shall avoid speaking for each other.

Letters, written statements, newspaper guest opinions, and so on, which state a
Council opinion or policy shall be submitted to the full Council for review,
comment and final approval prior to their release. In some cases, it may be
appropriate to provide for the signatures of the full Council.

As a matter of courtesy, letters to the editor, or other communication of a
controversial nature, which do not express the majority opinion of the Council,
should be presented to the full Council at the time of communication.

SECTION 15. CONFIDENTIALITY

Councilmembers shall keep confidential all written materials and verbal
information provided to them during Executive Sessions to ensure that the City's
position is not compromised. Confidentiality-also-ineludes-linformation provided
to Councilmembers outside of Executive Sessions, when the information is
con51dered to be exempt from d1sc10sure under the Public Records Act, RCW

SECTION 16. COUNCIL BUSINESS POLICIES

16.1

LITIGATION POLICIES AND REPORTING

The City Attorney will provide a quarterly report to the City Council on new
litigation and ongoing litigation.
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SECTION 17. PUBLIC RECORDS

17.1 Public records created or received by the Mayor or any Councilmember will be
transferred to the Public Records Officer CityClerk's-office-for retention by the
City in accordance with the Public Records Law—Act (RCW 42.56). Public
records that are duplicates of those received by, or in the possession of the City,
are not required to be retained per Washington State Archives Retention
Schedule. Questions about whether or not a document is a public record or if it is
required to be retained should be referred to the City Attorney.

SECTION 18. MAYOR/DEPUTY MAYOR SELECTION PROCESS

18.1 The Mayor and Deputy Mayor shall be elected from the ranks of the
Councilmembers according to the Council/Manager form of government.

18.2 The Mayor shall be elected to a two-year term according to RCW 35A.13.030.

18.3 The Deputy Mayor shall be elected to a one-year term at the first Regular
Business Meeting or Regular Study Session of the year.

18.4 The City Clerk or designee shall conduct the election for Mayor. The Mayor shall
then conduct the election for Deputy Mayor.

SECTION 19. APPOINTMENTS TO COMMITTEES AND REGIONAL
ORGANIZATIONS

Council may appoint Councilmember(s) to ad-hoc committees during a Regular
Business Meeting, Regular Study Session or Special Meeting. Appointments to
regional bodies, ad-hoc community committees or other special committees
outside the City auspices may be made in two ways: (1) the regional committee
may request recommendations for ultimate appointment by the regional
committee; or (2) the City Council may make direct appointment to a regional
committee when asked to do so by that body.

19.1 Any Councilmember may express an interest in a particular subject and interest in
serving on a particular regional body.

19.2 When a regional body requests membership recommendations where the regional
body makes the final appointment, the Mayor shall ask Councilmembers to state
their interest for appointment.

19.3 When the Council has the authority to make direct appointment to a regional
committee, discussion shall take place with the full Council to determine interest.
The Councilmember receiving a majority vote will represent the City on that
regional body.

18
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19.4 Changes in representation to regional committees where the Council has the
authority to make a direct appointment shall also be determined through full
Council discussion and majority vote of the Council.

19.5 Councilmembers shall report on meetings and activities in which they have
participated and represented the City. Councilmembers are encouraged to submit
written reports to be included in a future Council Packet under Council Reports.

SECTION 20. PROCEDURE FOR FILLING COUNCIL VACANCIES

20.1 If a Council vacancy occurs, the Council will follow the procedure outlined in
RCW 35A.13.020 (1), which requires the remaining Council members to appoint
a qualified person to fill the vacant position within ninety (90) days of the
effective date of the vacancy.

20.2 The City Councilmember who is resigning from office will submit a letter of
resignation to be accepted by the City Council at its next Regular Business
Meeting.

20.3 The City Council shall review and make any revisions they wish to the Council
Vacancy Application form (Exhibit B).

20.4 The legal announcement shall appear at least two times in the legal section of the
City’s official newspaper and in any other publication or on any internet site
deemed appropriate by the City Council.

20.5 The City Clerk shall receive all applications for the specified period of time.

20.6 The City Council shall submit questions for an interview process to the City
Clerk.

20.7 The City Clerk shall compile the applications for an interview process, set an
interview date according to the Council’s availability, and schedule interviews
with the applicants. The City Clerk shall prepare the final list of interview
questions as agreed upon by the Council.

20.8 The City Clerk shall prepare a notice of the meeting to interview candidates.

20.9 The Council in a Regular Business Meeting, Regular Study Session or Special
Meeting open to the public will interview all candidates who have submitted an
application. Councilmembers will ask the same questions of all candidates. Each
candidate will be allowed two minutes for closing comments. Since this is not a
campaign, comments and responses about other applicants will not be allowed.

19
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20.10 The Council may recess into Executive Session to discuss the qualifications of all
candidates. Nominations, voting and selection of a person to fill the vacancy will
be conducted during a Regular Business Meeting, Regular Study Session or
Special Meeting.

20.11 The City Attorney will prepare the Oath of Office and swear in the newly
appointed Councilmember at the same or next scheduled Business Meeting,
Regular Study Session or Special Meeting.

20.12 Upon appointment, the City Clerk shall send a letter to the Department of
Elections notifying it of the new appointment.

20.13 The vacancy that was filled by appointment must be filled by election to that
position in the next regularly scheduled municipal election.

20.14 The Councilmember elected in the next regular municipal election to the office
that had been vacated prior to the expiration of the term, will take office
immediately following the certification of the election.

SECTION 21. MISCELLANEOUS

21.1  When Councilmembers register to attend an official conference requiring voting
delegates, such as the annual National League of Cities or Association of
Washington Cities, the Council shall designate the voting delegate(s) and
alternate voting delegate(s) during a Regular Business Meeting, Regular Study
Session or Special Meeting, by a majority vote. When possible, said selection of
voting delegate(s) shall be done on a rotating basis for the purpose of allowing all
Councilmembers the opportunity to be an official voting delegate.

21.2 Council attendance at conferences and/or trainings that require out-of-state or
overnight travel will be so noted in the City Manager’s Report.

21.3  Seating arrangements during a Regular Business Meeting, Regular Study Session
or Special Meeting may be varied.

21.4 Use of social media by Councilmembers — Standards of Conduct

Councilmembers may post to social media and participate in online forums, but
Councilmembers should refrain from the following:

1. Posting to social media and online forums while a Council Regular Business
Meeting, Regular Study Session or Special Meeting is in session (during a
break in the said Council meeting, this Item No. 1 of these Standards of
Conduct will not apply);

2. Engaging in communications via social media or online forums with other
Councilmembers in violation of the Open Public Meetings Act;

20
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3. Posting, sending or reading communications regarding quasi- judicial issues
via or to social media, where the Council acts in a manner similar to a judge;
and

4. Posting or sending communications via or to social media that discuss matters
that are attorney-client privileged or that are still confidential Executive
Session matters.

Items 1 through 4 are intended to apply to social media sites or tools used in the
Councilmember’s official capacity or his/her personal capacity.

5. Also, when using social media sites or tools in the Councilmember’s official
capacity, Councilmembers should refrain from posting or sending comments
or links to any content that endorses or opposes candidates for elected office
or ballot measures, including links to a campaign site. Item 4 is intended to
apply to sites where the title of Councilmember, Mayor, or Deputy Mayor is
used in conjunction with the name of an individual and sites that indicate the
posts or communications may originate from or be associated with the City of
Burien, for example, having a Burien City Hall address or phone, or showing
the City logo.

21.5~——==These guidelines are standards, not regulations. Unless otherwise
required by law, a state or federal agency with authority, or a court of
competent jurisdiction, the Council will not act to impose any penalty for the
failure to meet these standards other than to censure a Councilmember for

22.2 These guidelines may be amended or new rules adopted, by a majority vote
of the Council.

L INTERNAL CITY INFORMATION

A. Children’s Day/Book Day (DIA) Celebration

A DIA celebration was held Sunday, April 29 at the Burien Library/Town Square Park.
KCLS hosted the event that traditionally celebrates children and emphasizes the
importance of reading in all cultures. Mayor Matta provided opening remarks and
PaRCS staff Gabbi Gonzales and Ignacio Robledo also participated. Over 150 people
came to celebrate and engage in multilingual storytelling, a world dance party and a
viewing of Esteban, a movie that tells the story of a young boy from a poor family in
Cuba who dreams of learning piano. A great time was had by all.
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B. Council Correspondence Process (Page 155)

With Council approval, a process has been implemented by staff effective May 16,
2018, to manage correspondence sent to the Council. Process details include the
monitoring and tracking of correspondence by staff, the inclusion of a table of
contents for the period prior to the Council meeting (Wednesday to Wednesday) in
Council meeting agendas, and an online link to the correspondence content. Full
correspondence documents will not be included in the Council packets although they
will be readily available electronically. City staff will maintain a hard copy at City Hall’s
front counter as well as electronic access through a City computer located in the lobby
of City Hall. This process is implemented following a moratorium on correspondence
to the Council that was scheduled to end on May 21, 2018.

C. Port of Seattle — Presentation Offer on SAMP Process

We have been advised by the Port of Seattle of an offer to make a presentation to
Council in the June/July 2018 time frame on an update and the upcoming Sustainable
Airport Master Plan (SAMP) process. The presentation would be made by a
Commissioner regarding the upcoming SAMP process and sharing an update on plans
to increase cargo movement through the Northwest Seaport Alliance, workforce
training and internships, and economic development collaborations. A presentation
could occur during a scheduled Council study session, at the Airport Committee, or
both. With Council interest, a presentation will be scheduled.

D. SOG SCORE Officer’s Guild (Page 157)

| have received a letter from the SCORE Officers Guild (SOG) dated May 4, 2018
(received May 14, 2018) requesting the opportunity to discuss their interest in
binding interest arbitration for their members and their efforts to resolve ongoing
concerns with the current collective bargaining process. Corrections officers working
at King County and Pierce County correctional facilities have binding interest
arbitration while the SCORE correction officers do not. Collective bargaining occurs
with the Executive Director on behalf of the SCORE Administrative Board. As the City
Manager, | serve as the Burien representative on the Administrative Board. Efforts
may occur in the future to seek City of Burien support for legislation in support of SOG
interests. | am planning to meet with them per their request assuming ongoing labor
negotiations are currently not in process.

E. Eagle Landing Park — Information Forum/Community Meeting
In order to share information and answer citizen questions regarding Eagle Landing
Park and the stairs, an Information Forum/Community Meeting has been scheduled
for Thursday, May 17'. The agenda includes a presentation regarding the stairs, area
geology, issues of concern, and the options being considered. There will also be
opportunity for the public to ask questions of staff and share information.

F. LEAD Program — Service Models Best for Burien
Staff continues to meet with LEAD representatives regarding programs and services
that will meet the needs of the City of Burien. We are also reviewing Community
Court and LINC (Leadership, Innovation & Change) programs that focuse on at-risk
youth and gang related behavior. In addition to our Human Services Manager and
staff, we are incorporating our municipal prosecution services into the dialog in order
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to ensure we are developing services that will meet the needs of our community in
the most effective and efficient manner.

G. Fireworks Are lllegal in the City of Burien (Page 159)

The City is committed to a safe and fun July 4™ Holiday without the fireworks.
Violations of the City fireworks law prohibiting the sale, use, discharge, and
possession of fireworks carry a civil fine of $125.00 for each occurrence. The City is
teaming up with the Burien Police and Fire Departments to ensure a safe 4" of July.
Information will be shared though the City’s regular media and social media outlets.
We will also be communicating directly with neighborhoods within the City.
Enforcement teams will also be out in the community for compliance with the City’s
fireworks law.

H. OLEO
A request has been received by the Office of Law Enforcement Oversight (OLEO),
specifically Director Deborah Jacobs and Communications Manager Toshiko
Hasegawa, to make a presentation to City Council. OLEO was established to increase
confidence in the county’s policing services through independent, community based
oversight of the King County Sheriff’s Office. OLEO represents the interests of the
public when conducting their work, which includes:

e Independent review of internal misconduct investigations

e Systematic reviews of Sheriff’s Office policies, practices and training, with
recommendations for improvement

e Attending critical incident scenes, such as officer-involved shootings

e Engaging King County’s communities for input and feedback

OLEO has not come to agreement with police unions regarding their mandate and
scope of work. Burien would be the first community OLEO would be making a
presentation to the City Council. Discussion has taken place regarding the value of
having the Burien Police Chief and the Sheriff be part of the presentation as well to
showcase a shared commitment to best practice law enforcement. The timing of this
presentation request has been discussed as well. With Council support, this OLEO
presentation will be placed as a future agenda item for Council.

I. LINC (Leadership, Intervention & Change)

A presentation was made by LINC regarding services provided in the City of Burien.
Their vision is to have a thriving, safe, and healthy community where young people
exercise self-determination free from the duress of the cycle of violence. Their
mission is to ignite systems change to strengthen communities by building safe,
healthy, positive pathways for young people through youth empowerment,
collaborative community partnerships, and the mobilization of community
stakeholders. This program is managed through the Center for Children & Youth
Justice. Staff will continue to explore opportunities to enhance services in the Burien
community.
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J. Northwest Symphony Orchestra Concert
A concert dedicated to the City’s 25 Birthday occurred on May 12™" at the Highline
Performing Arts Center. The concert by the Northwest Symphony Orchestra (NWSO)
was coordinated by Cultural Arts Supervisor Gina Kallman and NWSQO’s Anthony
Spain. The event was well attended and showcased music and art and how important
these amenities are in building healthy communities.

K. April Permit Activity Report (Page 161)
Attached are the monthly reports for Construction Permits Issued and Construction
Permit Applications Received during the month of April 2018. Included in the reports
are information regarding tenant improvements and major projects.

Construction Permits Issued

The City issued 240 permits in April 2018 which is almost even with last month and
20 more than those reported in April 2017. The total project valuation of $3.2 million
is about $0.3 million more than reported last month and $1.5 million less than the
valuation reported in April 2017.

Construction Permit Applications Received

The City received 260 permit applications in April 2018 which is almost even with last
month and 32 more than reported for April 2017. The total project valuation of $5.1
million is about $3.0 million more than received last month and about $19.6 million
less than reported in April 2017.

Tenant Improvements

Wells Fargo, Kre-8-Tive Kidz, Criminal Justice Center, 5 Corners, Cash America,
Highline School District and Goodwill Industries were issued tenant improvement
permits in April. Tenant Improvement applications were received from Bank of
America, Yardley Arms and Cambridge Square Apartments in addition to this month's
issued permits.

Major Projects

Permit applications were received for Bank of America with a valuation of $1.2
million, 15 unit apartment with a valuation of $1.0 million and 4 single family
residences with a combined valuation of $1.2 million. One new single family permit
with a valuation of more than $500,000 was issued in April.

Dear Manager Wilson,

I’'m contacting you on behalf of the SCORE Jail Officer Guild to introduce myself and establish a
line of communication between the City of SeaTac and the Guild. The Guild was formed in 2012 and
represents 120 commissioned and non-commissioned officers providing jail services for between 600
and 700+ inmates from over 34 cities and the Muckleshoot Indian Tribe, Port of Seattle, U.S. Marshalls,
U.S. Military, WA Dept. of Corrections and the Valley Narcotics Enforcement Team - VNET.

Triple threat - mental health, homelessness and the opioid crisis

Urban and rural communities we serve and throughout the state are struggling with increasing
challenges on our streets. Homelessness is growing sharply, spurred in part by a lack of affordable
housing and a poorly-funded mental health and substance abuse system. Communities are now being
ravaged by the opioid crisis. The result has been an increase in arrests and a corresponding rise in
mental health and homeless inmates in the jail population.

While we applaud the recent legislative efforts on mental health and the opioid crisis, including
an additional 45 beds at Western State Hospital and funding of community based programs, we also
recognize that it will take many years for these investments to matriculate and begin to make a
difference. In the meantime, cities and correctional facilities like SCORE will continue to manage these
often unstable and unpredictable individuals with limited resources.

Substitute HB 1559

During the 2018 legislative session the Guild became aware of Substitute HB 1559, which sought
to grant binding interest arbitration rights to duly sworn police officers employed as members of a
police force by a regional or state university or The Evergreen State College. It also prohibited the police
officers, mentioned above, from engaging in a strike, work slowdown, or stoppage.

The bill passed the House by a bipartisan vote of 82-13-0-3. Vice President Sean Gannon and |
testified to the Senate Commerce & Labor Committee, in short asking them to consider including
correction officers employed at regional jails in the state’s definition of uniformed personnel. A draft
amendment to accomplish this was prepared but not put forward after further discussions with Sen.
Keiser, Rep. Goodman and the supporters of HB 1559. While the bill was referred to Ways & Means and
then Rules, it did not receive a floor vote in the Senate and died.

SCORE Guild collective bargaining and leadership transition

It has become apparent to Guild members that without the option of binding interest
arbitration, issues critical to the Guild will continue to be postponed and left unresolved. With the next
round or collective bargaining scheduled to begin in June, near the time when SCORE leadership
experiences a major transition with the departure of Executive Director Bartley, it seems like an
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appropriate time to connect with SCORE founding member cities and respectfully request an
opportunity to meet with you to discuss our concerns and why we believe that binding interest
arbitration is in the best interest of all parties.

Binding Interest Arbitration

As you know, collective bargaining is the good faith negotiations between an employer and the
leaders of a union or guild about how much workers will be paid, hours they will work, what shifts and
days they will work, and other bargaining subjects as specified in the agreement between the two
parties. Without a third party review of the proposals via binding interest arbitration, the ‘good faith’
requirement in negotiations goes unchallenged.

Currently, SCORE management and the Officer Guild are required to ‘bargain in good faith’. But
without binding interest arbitration, proposals that are unpopular with SCORE management are delayed
and often not satisfactorily addressed. Because there is no independent third party review of the
proposals and ensuing negotiations to determine if a good faith effort has been made by both parties,
critical issues are stalled and not addressed.

We believe that binding interest arbitration creates a more efficient and cost effective process
since both parties recognize they will need to bring forward a reasonable proposal because an
independent third party is going to review and come to judgment on them.

As you know, interest arbitration is a process where a public employer and labor organization
negotiating a collective bargaining agreement ask a neutral arbitrator to decide any unresolved
mandatory terms and conditions that the parties discussed, but did not resolve during negotiations.

In Washington State, uniformed employees, such as police officers, fire fighters, and corrections
officers in certain counties, are entitled to use interest arbitration as a process for dispute resolution.
While corrections officers working at King County and Pierce County correctional facilities have binding
interest arbitration, the SCORE correction officers do not. We respectfully ask for an opportunity to
discuss this issue with the City, as part of our efforts to resolve on-going concerns with the current
collective bargaining process.

As noted, we recognize that with the impending retirement of the current director and selection
of a new director, this is an important decision-making point in SCORE’s management and future. | hope
this letter is evidence of our membership’s desire to develop an open and transparent relationship with
you and the City of Burien.

The following narrative provides a summary of the activity for major expenditure and revenue sources,
including a brief explanation for any major variance.

General Fund
Revenues:

e Property tax collections were down when compared with the prior year due to a higher number
of early tax payments being made in February which were accrued back to 2017 and included in
the 4% quarter revenues.

e Business and Occupation Tax collections are less than 2017 collections due to recording all prior
year taxes collected during January and February to the prior year (per the City’s financial
policies). As noted in the 4™ quarter report for 2017, tax receipts were up significantly through
December from those recorded for that same period in 2016. When only comparing March
collections, 2018 collections are similar to those in 2017.

e  Utility Taxes have decreased primarily due to a timing issue due to a large tax payment being
received in early April and the continued trend in decreasing revenues in Telephone Utility tax.

e Building Related and Electrical permits increased by $112,000 due to development of a market-
rate apartment complex in north Burien. Otherwise, permit activity is stable.

e Collections of State — Criminal Justice revenue in 1%t Quarter 2018 is from the City’s share of the
Marijuana Excise Tax, implemented in the 3" Quarter of 2017.

e Investment earnings have not yet been distributed to individual funds however, the City has
received a total of $139,458 during the first quarter, up significantly from 2017’s total of
$51,912 due to increasing interest rates. The net rate of return at the end of March 2018 was
1.58% compared to the March 2017 rate of 0.70%

Expenditure by Line Item:

e The increase in Salaries & Wages and Personnel Benefits are due to the filling of vacancies in
senior positions and staffing increases added in the Mid-Biennium budget amendments.

e The increase in the annual Insurance premium is from increased premium for liability coverage
incurred by the City.
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Expenditure by Department:

¢ Economic Development: Expenditure increase due to filling the positions of Economic
Development Manager and Economic Development Intern, which were vacant in 1** Quarter
2017.

e Finance: Expenditures increases come primarily from filling the vacant Senior Financial Analyst
position, and increased costs associated with the City’s contract with the SCORE Jail.

e Legal: The increase in the City’s insurance premium is the primary cause for the increase of the
department’s budget.

o Parks, Recreation and Cultural Services (PaRCS): The Department’s increase is primarily due to
staffing increases added in the Mid-Biennium budget amendments.

Street Fund
Revenues:

e Right-of-way permit revenue is up due to increased activity.
e Fuel tax received has increased over 2017 due to an increase in state collections

Expenditures:

Expenditures increased marginally due to one-time capital expenditures for vehicles. This increase is
offset in part by decrease in overtime wages compared with 1* Quarter 2017.

Surface Water Management Fund

Expenditures:

Expenditure increases are due to filling positions that were vacant in 1** Quarter 2017, as well as one-
time capital expenditures for vehicles.

Brian,

As we briefly spoke last week at Brian Robert’s retirement event, the city of Burien is the only local jurisdiction of 18 that
will not be signing the Funding and Phasing MOU for the Puget Sound Gateway Program.

This Thursday, May 3", is the next Funding and Phasing Subcommittee meeting in Tacoma. | have appreciated Burien’s
participation in our stakeholder committees to date. | want the city to be aware that we will be reviewing the MOU at
the meeting and will ask the Subcommittee to endorse the MOU. During May and June, the local agency partners will
then go through their ratification process to obtain approvals to sign. Many of these will include council/commission
actions accordingly.

I have attached the Third Draft MOU for your information.

As you will see, the tier 3 cities such as Federal Way, Auburn and others want to sign on as a partner even though there
is not a local funding contribution expectation. | would like to encourage Burien to do likewise to provide a stronger
case for grant funding pursuits and to demonstrate to the Legislature alignment of the jurisdictions in South King County
and Pierce County in support of this transportation system improvement.

While a project of this scale will have effects, | would like the city of Burien to consider the following attributes:

Regional linkages are provided to transportation networks by completing SR 509. Extending SR 509 to I-5 provides a
complete connection to the regional transportation network, and supports travel to destinations in the south. Access from the south will
be supported in the by northbound and southbound ramps at SW 188th Street. The completion of the 188" Street interchange is now
included in the project with updated to cost estimates and endorsement by the Puget Sound Gateway Executive Committee at their

April 5, 2018 meeting.

Travel times will not change significantly for locations north. For locations to the north, including the Duwamish MIC,
there is no appreciable change in travel time to and from Burien as the result of changes to traffic flow.

There are significant reductions in travel time to destinations to the east and south accessible via the new SR 509
alignment. For trips to the south and east that can use the new SR 509 alignment, there are notable travel time savings. Trips to and
from Kent are expected to be 5-10 minutes shorter, with the greatest reductions in southbound evening peak travel. For Federal Way
trips are expected to be up to 20 minutes shorter, with morning northbound trips experiencing the largest reductions.

Improving accessibility could support the development of vacant and underutilized employment lands. As of 2016, the
economy of the city is focused on retail and services, which constitute almost 74% of the total employment. With changes in traffic
patterns and accessibility, it may be possible for underutilized areas in the Northeast Redevelopment Area (NERA) and other locations
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to be promoted as opportunities for more intensive and diverse types of development. This could help to promote economic
development in economic sectors where Burien remains underrepresented.

1. Participating Parties
In addition to the Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT), the following Local
Agency Partners constitute those parties currently participating in this Memorandum of
Understanding pertaining to the local contribution requirement for the Puget Sound Gateway
Program (Gateway Program):

2. Background and Purpose of MOU
In July 2015, the Washington State Legislature and Governor Inslee acted to fund the Gateway
Program through the Connecting Washington revenue package. The Gateway Program is
comprised of two projects: the State Route 167 Completion Project and the State Route 509
Completion Project. These projects provide essential connections to the ports of Tacoma and
Seattle and will help ensure people and goods move more reliably through the Puget Sound
region.

WSDOT is the lead project sponsor and is responsible for the planning, design and construction
of the Gateway Program, as well as for its overall financial management. The program has been
guided from its beginning by a Joint SR 167/SR 509 Executive Committee (Executive Committee),
comprised of elected and appointed representatives of local jurisdictions served by the Gateway
Program (Algona, Auburn, Burien, Des Moines, Edgewood, Federal Way, Fife, Kent, Milton,
Pacific,' Puyallup, SeaTac, Sumner, Tacoma, King County, Pierce County, Port of Seattle, and Port
of Tacoma) as well as Federal Highway Administration, Washington State Transportation
Commission, Washington State Department of Transportation, Puget Sound Regional Council,
Sound Transit, Pierce Transit, and the Freight Mobility Strategic Investment Board.

Funding for the Puget Sound Gateway Program has been approved to come from the state gas
tax, tolls, local contributions, and potential federal and state grants. Total funding for the
Gateway Program, from the 2015 Connecting Washington transportation funding package, is
$1.875 billion, which includes local contributions of $130 million. The program has been funded

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over a 16-year timeline. Based on the legislative funding plan, major construction for a first
stage would occur from 2019 through 2025, and a second stage from 2026 through 2030. Local
contributions will be needed to construct both stage one and stage two projects.

In the 2017 Legislative session new language was enacted (Engrossed Senate Bill 5096 §
306(20)(b)) requiring development of a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the
Local Agency Partners and WSDOT. The legislature directed that:

The secretary of transportation must develop a memorandum of understanding with
local project stakeholders that identifies a schedule for stakeholders to provide local
matching funds for the Puget Sound Gateway project. Criteria for eligibility of local
match includes matching funds and equivalent in-kind contributions including, but not
limited to, land donations. The memorandum of understanding must be finalized by July
1, 2018. The department must submit a copy of the memorandum of understanding to
the transportation committees of the legislature and report regularly on the status.

To this end, the Executive Committee of the Puget Sound Gateway Program convened a Funding
and Phasing Subcommittee (Subcommittee) to develop a MOU that summarizes their planned
future commitments and planned timing of those commitments to contribute to the SR 167 and
SR 509 projects.

The Subcommittee goals include:
e Support efforts to build the Gateway projects on or ahead of schedule
e Create successful local partnerships
e Obtain sufficient local funding to build the Puget Sound Gateway projects
e Time grant-funding projects to support the project delivery schedule

The construct of local funding participation, when authorized by the legislative bodies of the
relevant agencies through a series of forthcoming interlocal agreements, is based on the
following projections:

3. Local Funding Strategy

A key element of the local funding strategy, is to identify projects within the Gateway Program
that provide clear and measurable benefits to local jurisdictions. In the Gateway Program, these
are called “Local Nexus Projects,” designed to:

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* Create a positive business case for Local Agency Partners by focusing on the parts of the

® Leverage the potential to access significant grant funding to support local funding

In support of the local funding strategy, Local Agency Partners shall:

® Participate, co-fund match, and submit grant applications with support from
Subcommittee staff, as identified in Section 6 of this MOU

® Combine local monetary and in-kind contributions and project funds to ensure fully-
funded applications, as identified in Section 6 of this MOU

* Support the grant effort and avoid competition with the local projects in the year of

If Local Nexus, INFRA, and any other pending grant projects become fully funded, these projects
will contribute substantially toward the Legislative requirement for local match. Funding
commitments will be achieved via an interlocal agreement from each signing party up to the
amounts presented in MOU. Local Agency Partner signatories to this MOU understand that once
the local contribution requirements set forth in ESB 5096 ($130 million) is achieved, that Local
Agency Partners will not be required to commit to additional funds beyond what is outlined in
this MOU. If additional grant funding or additional funds from other sources are obtained that
fulfill the $130 million local contribution requirement, the Secretary of Transportation and the
Executive Committee will review and determine to either reduce local agency partner match
payments, or recommend expanding scope of the Gateway Program, and amend each signing
party’s interlocal agreement accordingly .

4. Local Participation Policy
The Joint Executive Committee has agreed to a funding and phasing policy that structures local
agency partner match requirements to be commensurate with the benefits accrued from the
project at a local level. This policy states that:

THIRD DRAFT Funding and Phasing MOU 5/2/2018
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All local agency partners accrue some benefit from the Puget Sound Gateway Program.
Partners receiving fewer benefits, however, are not expected to contribute as much as
partners who receive more benefits. Direct benefits are those that most quantifiable, but
there are other components of value that include indirect, strategic and policy/social
benefits. Both direct and indirect benefits will be assessed as part of the consideration of
local contributions, because they are more easily quantifiable than strategic and
policy/social benefits.

All Local Agency Partner signatories of this MOU expect to seek approval of interlocal
agreements to contribute a match to be applied to Local Nexus Projects at a level that reflects
their respective anticipated level of benefit, as identified in Section 6 of this MOU.

5. Benefit Assessment Methodology
The proposed financial participation by each partner is based on a general, qualitative
assessment of the net benefits expected to be received by full completion of the Gateway
Program. The assessment includes the following metrics, based on available project data and
transportation modeling outputs:

e Direct transportation linkages. The location of direct access points for new limited
access highways or other transportation infrastructure that benefits the community.

e Effects on local sales taxes. The impacts of the projects to sales tax receipts, both in
terms of one-time construction sales taxes for the project, and ongoing sales taxes from
impacts to commercial uses.

e Travel time savings. Overall travel time savings for local car and truck traffic associated
with the projects.

e Traffic diversion from local streets. The diversion of, or increase in, traffic on local
arterials due to the project, with associated positive impacts to traffic safety and local
road maintenance.

e Effects on local employment. The potential effects of improved accessibility are
reviewed, particularly in the context of access to new or potential employment uses.

e Effects on developable residential lands. The potential impacts of changes in traffic
flow and accessibility on residential land development, with a focus on areas within the
jurisdiction that are available for redevelopment.

e Effects on developable employment lands. The potential impacts of changes in traffic
flow and accessibility on the development or redevelopment of commercial and
industrial lands.

¢ Achievement of local policy goals. The alignment of the WSDOT Gateway Program with
local plans and policies.

e Environmental and social benefits. Environmental and social benefits specifically linked
to these projects, including upgrades to pedestrian and cycling infrastructure, and
wetlands and riparian restoration.

The approach and findings of the benefits assessments have been provided to the Local Agency
Partners.

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6. Local Jurisdiction Anticipated Contributions to the Program
Based on results from the benefit assessment described in Section 5, contributions for each of
the Local Agency Partners were determined by project stage in the tables below. Following
execution of this MOU, interlocal agreements will be drafted for subsequent approval.
Anticipated contributions only become binding commitments when embedded in interlocal
agreements, and the conditions therein are approved by the proposed funding entity. Interlocal
agreements between WSDOT and the respective Local Agency Partner must be in place for a
project prior to issuance of the Request for Proposals (RFP) for any proposed construction
contract. The Interlocal agreements will become binding commitments, within the statutory
authority of the Local Agency Partner, and will define the schedule of local match payments
expected over the duration of each construction project stage.

WSDOT will exercise due diligence to develop and construct each project on schedule within the
Gateway Program to the best of its abilities. Local Agency Partners will participate in project
development reviews and project meetings in support of the Gateway Program.

If grant pursuits identified in the Stage 1 and Stage 2 tables below are not achieved sufficient to
meet the $130 million local contribution, additional grants will be pursued from the funding
programs listed or from other funding programs that may become available over the life of the
Gateway Program. If Local Nexus Projects go to construction without planned grants, the Local
Agency Partner match funds will still be provided by agreement with WSDOT. If it is determined
that a Local Nexus Project cannot be fully funded, WSDOT will review options with the Executive
Committee. If an official decision is determined by the Executive Committee and the Secretary
of Transportation that the Local Nexus Project is not to be included in a construction project, the
Local Agency Partner match may be withdrawn.

7. Terms and Termination

7.1. Amendments
This MOU shall be periodically reviewed and evaluated regarding the need for modifications or
amendments by mutual determination of WSDOT and Local Agency Partners. Amendments to the
MOU shall be required if program funding assumptions need to be adjusted that affect the ability to
construct the identified Local Nexus Projects or the ability to achieve the $130 million local
contribution. Such amendments shall only be binding if they are in writing and signed by authorized
personnel from all of the Local Agency Partners. Except as set forth in an amendment, the MOU will be
unaffected and shall continue in full force and effect in accordance with its terms. If there is conflict
between an amendment and the MOU or any earlier amendment, the terms of the most recent
amendment will prevail. ‘

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If there is a conflict between subsequent Interlocal Agreements and the MOU or any earlier
amendments, the terms of the Interlocal Agreements will prevail.

Changes that do not affect the ability to construct the identified Local Nexus Project or achieve the
$130 million local contribution shall be addressed through the Interlocal Agreement between WSDOT
and the relevant Local Agency Partner.

7.2. Dispute Resolution
Should any signatory to this MOU object at any time to any actions proposed or the manner in
which the terms of this MOU are implemented, the Executive Committee shall hear the dispute
first and if the disputant(s) is/are not satisfied with the Committee’s proposed decision, the
Committee will send to the Secretary of Transportation its proposed solution and all
documentation relevant to the dispute. The Secretary of Transportation shall provide the
Executive Committee with his/her advice on how to resolve the dispute within thirty (30)
calendar days of receiving adequate documentation. Prior to reaching a final decision on the
dispute, the Executive Committee shall prepare a written response that considers any timely
advice or comments regarding the dispute from the Secretary of Transportation, signatories
and other interested parties, and provide them with a copy of this written response. WSDOT
wiil then proceed according to this final decision.

7.3 Conditions for Termination of Participation

Subject to legislative appropriation and all applicable laws, each signatory shall ensure that the
Gateway Program is carried out in accordance with the terms of the MOU and subsequent
Interlocal Agreements. A signatory may terminate its participation in this MOU if its terms
cannot be met and by providing written notice to the Secretary of Transportation and the
Executive Committee a minimum of 180 calendar days before a project issues an RFP that relies
on that local agency partner funding. Prior to providing written notice terminating
participation, however, the signatories shall consult with WSDOT to determine whether an
amendment to the MOU might be feasible. If a signatory terminate its participation, WSDOT
will then consult with the Executive Committee to determine if project scope elements need to
be removed if contributions are not realized in accordance with this understanding.

8. Period of Agreement.
This MOU will commence on (July 1, 2018 proposed date) and will dissolve when the $130
million of local contribution have been secured, or when the Local Nexus Projects have been

constructed and are complete.

SEA-TAC STAKEHOLDER ADVISORY ROUND TABLE

April 25, 2018 Meeting Recap

The second Sea-Tac Stakeholder Advisory Round Table (StART) meeting took place on April 25,
2018 with a focus on aviation operations roles and responsibilities. This voluntary, non-
governing regional roundtable, convened by the Seattle-Tacoma International Airport Director,
Lance Lyttle, is a venue for the Port of Seattle to engage with the communities of SeaTac,
Burien, Des Moines, Normandy Park, Tukwila and Federal Way. Representatives from Delta Air
Lines, Alaska Airlines and the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) also participate.

After public comment, Lyttle provided an airport update on operations and ongoing facility
construction. The update included a roll out of the Port’s new website and examples of
accessible information, including airport capitai projects and airport statistics. A new feature on
the website includes downloadable data on Sea-Tac’s flight track monitoring system using 24
permanent noise monitors to show single and daily noise events. Airport noise data can be

found here.

The facilitator reviewed the “StART Potential Topics Survey Results,” observing that the
priorities fell within the following themes: impacts, airport development and growth, meeting
current and future demand, economic development/community/Port partnership potential,
and operations and investments. The survey feedback will provide the basis for development of

future meeting agendas.

The meeting’s main focus was to develop shared understanding of roles and responsibilities,
decision-making authorities, and what can be influenced in aviation operations. A panel
comprised of Port staff, Federal Aviation Administration representatives and representatives
from Delta Air Lines and Alaska Airlines provided an overview presentation that can be
accessed here. StART members followed by asking the panelists questions related to noise
impacts, operations at Sea-Tac, quality of life and flight paths. A longer meeting summary will
be posted to the StART website by May 11.

Based on member survey responses, the next meeting will focus on aviation impacts and
mitigation/reduction of aviation impacts, including noise and air quality.

The next meeting is scheduled for 6 p.m., June 27, at the Conference Center at Seattle-Tacoma
International Airport. The public is invited to attend.
